The
sessions will take place every Friday afternoon at Pipers Corner School with myself and Mrs Debbie Easterbrook, their Forest
School Leader.

We will be leaving Hughenden after lunch to walk up to Pipers Corner on fenced public footpaths, returning back to school
for 3.30pm. During the sessions the children will have the chance to experience a variety of outdoor learning which will
teach them new skills, enhance their knowledge and understanding of local woodland diversity and provide the opportunity
for fun and exercise in the fresh air.

The class will be split into two groups of approximately 12/13, and the children remaining at school will be continuing with
their lessons.
