KS2 Cross Country

In total, the trust
managed to send out 5608 food parcels which helped over 10’000 adults and children across the country!

This year they have teamed up with Wycombe Wanders Football Club and they are collecting donations at
every home game they play. They are particularly requesting donations of tinned meat goods and vegetables.

‘Respect Me’ Campaign

Last week (Monday 20" January) was the start of the School Crossing Patroller campaign ‘Respect Me — It's
The Law’. This will highlight the valuable work carried out by our Patrollers and remind all road users that
they have a legal duty to stop when they are shown the ‘lollipop’ sign by a Patroller wishing to assist children
and adults across the road.

They are launching the campaign because of growing concerns that drivers aren’t always stopping and
unfortunately they have also seen a rise in abuse and aggression towards Crossing Patrollers. As part of the
Campaign the patrollers have been asked to wear an orange tabard over their coats for 4 weeks — until the
half term holiday.

Mark Shaw Cabinet Member for Transportation said “We need to raise awareness not only of the good work
carried out by our Patrollers, but also to remind drivers that it's important they do stop so that children (and
adults) can cross the road safely.”
